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In this after school club we are going to be working on the fundamentals of football. Generally
to play football children and adults will need six basic skills. These not only increase your
coordination but also the likelihood of being able to work together in a team, which is very
important in football.
The six areas that we will cover;

Receiving the ball - This is the second most important skill that you will need to have to play
football.

Trapping - this refers to playing in a defensive way, whereby you can close the ball down from
the opposing team.

Dribbling - This is important, because without it you cannot move the ball. It is also useful
when playing in both defensive or attacking plays. Teams that employ a dribbling mentally




tend to win games. This is in part due to the amount of game possession .

Shooting - Regardless if you want to be the next SHTCS goalkeeper, you will need to learn to
shoot. This is again one important factors to winning games.

Precision - Being able to pass, shoot, dribble all requires an element of precision. It’s a
moving ball so making sure that everything we do is precise could mean that we could win
games.

Summary - recapping at the end of sessions is just as important as the content, this gives each
student the opportunity to feed back what they enjoyed or what they might want to improve.
